15.-16. novembril 2007 Tartu Ulikooli aulas toimuv
rahvusvaheline konverents kuulub Tartu Ulikooli 375. aastapdeva (rituste kavasse.

Konverentsist votavad osa Euroopa juhtivad tsiviildigusteadlased 16 riigist, eesotsas Euroopa tsiviil-
koodeksi valjatootamise peakomisjoni esimehe professor Christian von Bar'iga. Tsiviildiguse suu-
rimaks ning olulisemaks projektiks Euroopa Liidu raames kaesoleval ajal on Uihtsete lepingudiguse
aluspéhimatete valjatdotamine, mida tuntakse nimetusena — Common Frame of Reference (CFR). Pro-
jekt valmib Euroopa tsiviilkoodeksi peakomisjoni (nn. Study Group) ja kehtiva Euroopa Liidu diguse
labitootamise komisjoni (nn. Acquis Group) koostddna ning peaks saama valmis 2007 aasta I6puks.

Konverentsi Giheks eesmargiks on analliiisida CFR peamiseid tulemusi. Osavotjateks ja ettekandjateks
on nii Study Group liikkmed (professor Christian von Bar, professor Hugh Beale, professor Matthias
Storme, professor Anna Veneziano, professor Jerzy Rajski, professor Valentinas Mikelenas, professor
Lubos Tichy, professor Andreas Furrer, professor Christian Takoff, professor Paul Varul, professor Irene
Kull) kui ka Acquis Group liikmed (professor Hans Schulte-Nolke — esimees, professor Thomas Wil-
helmsson, professor Matthias Storme, professor Fryderyk Zoll).

Konverentsi peamiseks eesmargiks on kasitleda seda, kuidas on CFR raames valja tootatud pohi-
motted ja reeglid kajastatud uute Euroopa Liidu liikmesriikide tsiviilseadusandluses. Konverentsist vo-
tavad osa kiimne uue Euroopa Liidu liikmesmaa esindajatena tsiviildigusteadlased Poolast, Ungarist,
Leedust, Latist, TSehhist, Sloveeniast, Slovakkiast, Rumeeniast, Bulgaariast ja Eestist. Enamuses neist
riikidest toimub uute tsiviilkoodeksite koostamine ning CFR on nende jaoks eriti aktuaalne. Lisaks
lldistele digusloome probleemidele kasitletakse kolme konkreetset valdkonda - lepingueelsed ko-
hustused, tulptingimused ning tehingute tagamine. Nendes valdkondades teevad Study Group ja
Acquis Group esindajad lihikesed ettekanded, millele jargneb diskussioon probleemide kohta uutes
liilkmesriikides. Kuigi Eestis on olemas uus kaasaegne tsiviilseadustik, on oluline kiisimus, kuidas CFR
hakkab tulevikus méjutama meie tsiviildigust. Seeparast on konverentsile oodatud nii Eesti tsiviil6i-
gusteadlased kui tsiviildiguse vallas tegevad juristid — praktikud.

Euroopa Liidu Komisjoni juurde on moodustatud liilkmesriikide justiitsministeeriumi esindajatest t66-
komisjon, kelle lilesandeks on hinnata projekti —- Common Frame of Reference. Koik selle komisjoni 27
liiget on kutsutud konverentsil osalema. Konverentsi libiviimist toetavad Tartu Ulikool, Justiitsminis-
teerium, Eesti Advokatuur ja Notarite Koda. Sarnaselt seni toimunud digusteaduse suurfoorumitele
on toetajad missioonitundega edukad advokaadiblrood: Aavik & Partnerid; Alvin, R6dl & Partner;
